THE NEW TRANSLATION OF THE MASS  

Communion Rites 
 

“Lamb of God” 
     During the breaking of the bread, the priest recites 

quietly a short prayer as he places a small piece of the 

consecrated bread into the chalice.  Those words do not 

change.  Meanwhile, you sing or say the Lamb of God.  

Those words are not changing either.  If you have 

learned musical settings for the Lamb of God, you may 

still use them without modification. 

     The priest recites another prayer quietly.  He chooses 

between two options.  Both are addressed to Jesus, and 

they both will have a new translation. 

     Just before the distribution of Holy Communion, the 

priest makes an announcement, and then he joins you in 

the response, “Lord, I am not worthy.”  Both parts of 

this dialogue will have some changes. 

     Instead of saying, “This is the Lamb of God,” the 

priest will say, “Behold the Lamb of God.”  This is closer 

to the Latin, more majestic in sound, and a more direct 

allusion to John 1:29, where John the Baptist points out 

Jesus to his followers. 

     The word Happy is being changed to Blessed.  You 

may be blessed even when you are experiencing sorrow.  

This change, together with the explicit reference to “the 

supper of the Lamb,” makes clearer the allusion to     

Revelation 19:9.  There, the angel in the vision has John 

write down the words that proclaim blessed all those 

called to the wedding banquet of the Lamb. 

     The reply makes two changes.  First, “to receive you” 

becomes “that you should enter under my roof.”  This 

makes a most direct connection with Matthew 8:8 and 

Luke 7:6, where a Gentile centurion has asked Jesus to 

heal his servant.  Jesus intends to go to the house, but 

the centurion believes himself unworthy to have Jesus 

come to his home.  Jesus admires the man’s faith and 

cures the servant from afar.  In Matthew’s account of 

the Gospel, this conversation takes place between Jesus 

and the centurion.  In Luke, the centurion contacts Jesus 

through delegates.  The word enter is chosen for the 

new translation because it works for both accounts of 

this episode.  Whether the centurion spoke personally to 

Jesus (Matthew) or sent delegates to do it for him (Luke), 

he felt unworthy to have Jesus “enter” his home.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Background 

     The theme for the forgiveness of sins is repeated but 

nuanced with the image of the Lamb of God.  This     

alludes to the Old Testament sacrifice of a lamb without 

blemish.  It echoes, John the BapƟst’s wonder when he 

first saw Jesus at the Jordan: “Behold, the Lamb of God, 

who takes away the sin of the world” (John 1:29).  John 

must have been thrilled to see this cousin he had so 

long awaited.  He must also have cherished that first 

vision later, in a dank prison cell.  Amid all the ugliness 

and brutality, the Lamb stood beside the river: clear, 

pure, lovely. 

     The “sin of the world” here is different from the    

personal sin addressed in the Confiteor.  Some describe 

this as systemic sin: racism, oppression of poor        

countries, exploitaƟon of women or children, greed, 

corporate fraud.  There are many examples based on 

the evil witnessed personally or seen through the      

media.  We probably shouldn’t be surprised: the power 

of sin over humanity is so vicious and evil that it killed   

Jesus, the best of humanity/divinity who ever walked 

this earth. 

     Humans tend to focus on the “sins” of other persons, 

groups, naƟons, or world, but are blind to their own 

moral lapses.  Yet no maƩer how overpowering evil may 

seem, we voice our hope here that Jesus will conquer it; 

in the end, his grace will be victorious.
